But the British government has not
used its full influence to bring aboutan immediate ceasefire.

By failing to back the UN and call for an immediate ceasefire,
the UK government has reduced the impact of international
calls for an immediate halt to the violence. AS such, your
current policy risks putting civilian lives at continued risk rather

than helping to protect them.
The present policy looks in danger of placing the UK

government in the uncomfortable position of only calling
for a ceasefire once one side in the conflict has achieved

its military objectives.

We urge you to usé your meeting with President Bush
today to publicly call for an immediate ceasefire by all
sides before more civilians die.
